AGENDA VERIFICATION

MINUTE APPROVAL
	Motion by Rucker, seconded by Strupp to approve the September 11, 2017 minutes.  Motion carried.
CITIZENS WISHING TO BE HEARD
	Shelly Alexander of 209 S. Wright Street was present to discuss her water bill.  Alexander explained that she was responsible for the Facebook ruckus last week about water and sewer bills.  Alexander explained that her bill was very high, and that she had the meter changed by public works that morning. Alexander was concerned that people on a fixed income would not be able to afford the bills with the rate increase.  Alexander explained other issues in the Village that she felt the residents were having.
